Cinnamon Acres Homeowners Association Update – July 2025

Hello Cinnamon Acres Neighbors!! We hope you’re enjoying another warm Nebraska summer. Here are some updates from around our neighborhood:
Disposal of Yard Waste & Other Items
Our subdivision has a creek and natural drainage field winding its way through many backyards of Cinnamon Acres properties. The creek helps with drainage during precipitation; creek drainage flows down to the sediment basin/pond near Cinnamon Drive. PLEASE do not use the creek to dump your grass clippings, yard waste, or other items as it gets washed down into the sediment basin.  Also, if you stack wood or other items near the creek—larger items could be washed into the creek in a heavy rain.  Please be a good neighbor and dispose of your yard waste somewhere other than the creek and don’t stack wood or other items near the creek.   

Update on the Proposed Pedestrian Pathway Along Cornhusker Road   
A new multi-purpose pathway for walking and nonmotorized vehicles along Cornhusker Road in the County’s easement is planned for the north side of Cornhusker Road. Eight Cinnamon Acres properties will be impacted when the City of Gretna & Sarpy County begin construction of this pathway from the traffic circle at 180th Street to Cornhusker Road’s end at Chalco Park. Construction of the pathway is planned for 2026/2027. The pathway will not be connected to Cornhusker Road and retaining walls will be constructed on steep sections of the pathway.  

Reminder About SID-Funded Trash Pickup    
Effective September 2024 Cinnamon Acres’ Sewer Improvement District (SID) #230 began paying for trash pickup for all Cinnamon Acres residents. Service includes garbage and recycling bins using Papillion Sanitation. For those new to our neighborhood or if you missed the notice sent in August 2024—you should not pay for trash collection unless you choose a company different from Papillion Sanitation.  

Reminder Outstanding Homeowners Dues  
Dues are $300/year and are payable no later than December 31st.  Treasurer Steve Worden will be contacting homeowners with outstanding and unpaid HOA dues. Reminders will be sent in the 4th quarter to homeowners who have not paid their annual homeowners dues. Thanks to homeowners who paid dues already!

 Appearance of Cinnamon Acres and Compliance with Our Covenants
· Trash bins cannot be visible from the street except on trash/recycling collection day.  Please store the trash cans somewhere out of sight (i.e., inside your garage or enclosure) to maintain the look of our neighborhood.  

· Considering Updates or Changes to the Exterior of Your Property?  - If you’re planning an outside new change or improvement to your property: a building, home addition, fence, a pool or any structure…the improvement must be approved in advance by the Board. Please provide your project plan to the Board prior to beginning projects and the Board will consider your request in a timely manner.

· Upkeep and Maintenance of Properties - Each homeowner is expected to maintain the external appearance of their home.  If you have visible damage or needed repairs to the outside of your home or if your property has fallen trees or other unsightly clutter, please get repairs or clean-up done as quickly as possible.  

· Vehicles Parked on Your Property - Cars, trucks, or pickups parked outside of your garage must be “driven on a regular basis”.  If the vehicle is not currently licensed or driven regularly, it should be garaged or moved to a storage facility.
